Located just ten minutes from the magnificent Archaeological Park of Selinunte and the beach of
Marinella di Selinunte, this three-bedroom property is perfectly situated to offer complete privacy and
tranquility to its guests, providing a perfect retreat for those who want to explore this area’s beautiful
beaches and crystal-clear waters. Situated in western Sicily, the villa provides a unique opportunity to
admire Sicily’s splendid landscapes while soaking up the region’s incredibly rich historical and cultural
heritage.

Carpeted with vineyards and olive groves, Southwestern Sicily is home to some of the Mediterranean’s
most fascinating Greek archaeological sites. Highlighted by the Temple of Concordia, the Valley of the
Temples is one of the most extensive and representative archaeological sites of classical Greek
civilization. Nestled among olive trees on a ridge near the sea, Agrigento boasts some of the best-
preserved Greek temples in the world as well as sparkling beaches, marvelous islands and crystal-clear
waters.
