Venetian Palace is 14 km from Venice Marco Polo International Airport, 123 km from Verona Villafranca Airport (also known
as Valerio Catullo Airport), 156 km from Bologna Guglielmo Marconi Airport, 259 km from Milan Linate Airport and 311 km
from Milan Malpensa Airport. The palazzo is located in the center of Venice. Treviso is 42 km from the property, Padua is 47
km, Vicenza is 75 km, Verona is 121 km, Mantua is 156 km, and Lake Garda is 183 km.
